BEACH / PUBLIC RELATIONS / GRANTS: 
Committee Chair Lamia reported his committee is reviewing the beach agreement for 

Anchorage Beach and will report back with their findings.  Councilman Lamia reported 
more time needs to be spent on Public Relations; announced that as of the first of the 

year, all Borough employees and Council will be using seabrightnj.org email addresses.  
The Borough has been looking at alternative cost saving telephone systems and as of the 
first of the year we will be utilizing a new service, saving the Borough approximately 

$9000/year.  Councilman Lamia reported on the Dune Committee's recent grass planting 
and thanked all who participated.  The Rutgers beach monitoring equipment will be moved 

to a space underneath the stairs at Anchorage Beach.  Councilman Lamia reported that he 
and the Mayor met with DEP Office of Coastal and Land Use Planning to review our 
Municipal Public Access Plan which will be incorporated in to the DEP's plan.  The Plan is 

required in order for the Borough to obtain permits for maintenance of the beach and 
dunes.

FINANCE / INSURANCE: 
Committee Chair Keeler reported on the date of the next JIF safety meeting and asked 

if anybody has any issues or questions, please let him know.  The budget packets have 
been distributed to the departments.  A tentative date for budget meetings is January 21, 
2016.  Councilman Keeler reported the budget transfers were approved on tonight's 

consent agenda which transfers funds from areas that have surplus to departments that 
have needs.  Reported progress on all other matters. 

 
PERSONNEL/ LIBRARY / RECREATION: 
Committee Chair Bills reported progress on Personnel.  Councilwoman Bills reported on 

the successful Library opening event and the meet and greet with Mr. and Mrs. Claus 
event was also a big success.

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SEA BRIGHT RECOVERY / MASTER PLAN / FLOOD CONTROL/ BEAUTIFICATION: 

In Committee Chair Kelly's absence, Mayor Long reported progress with the 
construction of the new public buildings and the Borough continues to work through the 
reimbursement process with FEMA to determine the funding level.  We have received a 

CAFRA permit for the beach building.  Our next step will be a meeting with beach access 
stake holders to secure the release of the settlement funds to put towards the project.  

Mayor Long updated on the Bulkhead/Pump station project is nearing completion.  
Councilman Leckstein provided a from Councilman Kelly: the final contract on the cell 
tower is under review and should be before Council early in the new year.  RFP's for paid 

parking are going out early in the new year.   Councilman Kelly feels certain construction 
for both projects will begin in 2016.
