DRINKING WATER SUPPLY UPDATE 5/6/26
Though the heavy rains from 4/25-4/26 are incorporated into this week's indicators, antecedent dryness continues to negatively impact water supply indicators.  New Jersey remains in a Drought Warning. As the growing season begins New Jersey residents are strongly encouraged to practice water conservation and Use Water Wisely.
 
NJ Rainfall totals this week
Between 0.53 and 2.43 inches of precipitation (average of 1.52 inches) were observed between last week’s Drinking Water Supply Indicators (4/24/26) and this week’s (5/1/26).
 
NJDEP continues to monitor the situation closely, updating the indicators weekly, and keeping the public informed as conditions evolve.
